Fr Fredrick Kyuka sends his greetings from Jinja Province, 
Uganda to all his friends in Dumfries and New Abbey.  As 
you know, we have completed our payments towards the 
education of the 7 young people whose parents sadly died 
due to Aids, a great achievement , but now the Catholic 
Church has opened a university in Uganda to ensure the 
students’ education remains in accord with Catholic 
teaching. We have therefore sent the money collected, £740, 
to him to contribute to  students’ fees. Please pray especially 
for those in Uganda and Nigeria who are being persecuted 
for their Faith.
